Distinction at material, color and also type of garment, is the most important social
functions that covering has been in charge at that period.
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1. Introduction

In one of the simplest and at the same time most comprehensive definition that has expressed about clothing
and its existence philosophy, we read that clothing was created based on thoughts and climatic, material and
spiritual requirements of nations and became full representative of human life history and over the centuries
formed in different lands and transformed. In Iranian culture and social, clothing to be affected from various
sources and always throughout the history of civilization and culture of this region, interwoven conceptual
networks has influenced it. So that under these effects all ethnic groups and minorities was covered
themselves with that and on the other hand according to dress type, a possibility was created to find out
where did each person belong and when did they live? In ancient Iran, even the color of clothes was used to
determine the image and social class of a person. Purple and white colors were special for the upper classes
of society and the royal family. While the lower classes used red color. On the other hand, brown color was
special for mourning ceremonies.

2. Research methodology
The research was based on a descriptive-analytical method accompanied by historical research.

3. Discussion

According to some researchers, clothing has always and everywhere represented social status (Braudel,
1993: 306). In addition, in special circumstances such as the Ilkhanid period, except for the time of the
devastating Mongol attack on Iran, when the Iranian society faced the culture We are faced with Ili and
Mongol tribes (Karoubi and Fayaz Anoush, 2014: 161), whose effects, however small, on the clothing of
the Iranian people cannot be ignored.

The difference between coverage in different classes is due to two main reasons: a) financially, different
classes are different and as a result, the coverage provided is also different. b) Coverings of a number of
classes are considered as their symbols. Of course, sometimes exceptional cases arise and create a class
function for clothing. At the beginning of the 7th century of Hijri, the most important men's clothing was a
dress with narrow sleeves and a wide skirt. Of course, golden bands on the arm were common in that period.
Sometimes it was closed vertically from the front and had inlaid borders, along with armbands, and
sometimes decorations were placed on the shoulders. The nobles who were called "peasant” wore hats that
were long and conical in shape with a sharp point. Although some slaves and courtiers also used it. Due to
the large number of officials, princes and other people who were present in the court of the kings, it needed
a lot of staff so that they could fulfill the wishes of their patrons in various fields. The Mongols, who had
recently benefited from the Chinese, Khattai and Uighur civilizations (Morgan, 2001: 58) as well as
Christians, found themselves after the attack on Iran in a land where the Iranian and Islamic aspects of that
culture had been in the lives of the people and in the society for many years had grown. By taking advantage
of the new connections they had acquired, they were able to attract artists, craftsmen and scientists from
different lands and in this way influence the culture and art of Iran (Dadwar and Pourkazemi, 2008: 25).

4. Results

By examining the Persian literature books related to the Mongol era and its events, it can be seen that the
number of Chinese and Mongolian words against the Arabic and Persian words related to clothing is very
low. It can be said that the most influence on the Mongolian temperament and method was in the cultural
field. The Mongol religious tolerance helped them a great deal in this regard. These people, who had
previously followed Buddhist, shaman, idolatrous and some Christian gradually converted to Islam; many
were fascinated by Sufism and their wives wore a veil. In the field of customs, cultural exchanges took place
between the two sides. In mourning and sadness, the Iranians continued to wear and spread to the Mongols.
Mongols were very similar before this period, and even in many cases there was little difference between
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men and women. After the establishment of the Ilkhanid government, acquaintance with distant and near
cultures (Iran and China), the fall of trophies and souls into the treasures and the Mongols' monotheism,
created a kind of luxury, especially among government agents and close to the sultan.
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
