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period and destroyed in the first Pahlavi period by the order of Reza Khan. The first
aspect of the importance of this issue is the structure of this building and its value in
the art of religious mourning in the Qajar period, which determines the transmission
of religious traditions and cultures, and its study can be a suitable field for examining
this building in the painting of the Qajar period. The purpose of this research is to
find out the importance of this building, its construction in the Qajar period and
Kamal al-Mulk's painting as the only color document left from this building as a
painting. The question of this research is as follows: What are the structural features
of the state building in Mohammad Ghaffari's painting? The results of this research
show that the display of details and precision in the painting of Daulat Kamal al-
Mulk documents the performance of this non-historical show in this building. The
current research is from the perspective of the fundamental goal and explores the
representation of the painting in the form of a mourning ceremony in the
government's support. Collection of data by libraries and qualitative research. In this
research, along with the analysis of the construction of this building and its features,
the visual and structural aspects of the painting of Tekeh Dolat are examined as a
documented color example of this building.
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1. Introduction

Takhey Dolat is one of the important buildings in the Qajar era, which had an important social
position. This building is very similar to the Royal Albert Hall 1, which is now existing and has
been around for 150 years, but the government building has been destroyed. The present article
deals with the visual investigation of the developments of the construction of the government's
support and its importance in the Qajar period, and then studies Kamal al-Mulk’s painting of the
government's support and the structural features of this painting in terms of art and visualization.
The purpose of this research is to find out the importance of this important building of the Qajar
period and its representation in the painting of Mohammad Ghafari. This painting is one of the
brilliant examples of documenting the government's reliance building and the only color example
that has a circular composition, and Kamal al-Mulk tried to show the large crowd, the decoration
of the building, the ceiling and its beautiful light in his work. Among the Qajar artworks, the
representation of the government's resting place with a painting in the form of a magnificent and
decorated ceremony was chosen with careful construction and finishing, and it shows that
Mohammad Ghafari paid attention to the details and the accurate representation of portraits and
developments of Iranian painting in the Qajar period. . The question of this research is the study of
the visual features and representation of Takiye Daulat's painting by Mohammad Ghaffari. The
necessity and importance of research in the present research is the accurate representation of Takiye
Daulat's painting by Kamal al-Mulk, the influence of the art of photography in the representation
as a color document instead of the rest of this work is destroyed. Despite its importance, the subject
of the structural study of the government's foundation has not been researched and shows the
necessity of this research.

2. Reaserch Methodology

This research has a qualitative aspect by focusing on the painting of Takhe Daulat and paying
attention to how the details of the architectural and decorative features used in Mohammad
Ghafari's painting are depicted. The nature of the data in this research is qualitative and the
collection of information is done by library method. The aim of the present study is to investigate
one of the examples of documentary painting of the Takhey Daulat building as the only color
document and to review the painting of Mohammad Ghaffari, which was formed from the
reflection of the Taeziya ceremony in this building. This painting is analyzed logically and
analogically and its structural features are analyzed.

3. Discussion

With thoughtfulness and search in Kamal al-Mulk's painting, it is understood that this painting is made
with a comprehensive, strong and well-reasoned composition and precision in the details can be seen
in the work, which shows that the artist saw the place of support of the government closely and seems
to have used photographs to complete the details. The clarity of which is clearly seen. Therefore,
according to the stated general rule, it has a new understanding and inference based on the composition
of the work. In the current research, it is clear that Kamal-ul-Mulk's approach to the work of Takhe
Daulat has the scope of repeating Iranian painting based on the representation of reality, and the artist
shows that he is trying to show the western perspective in a tangible and reasonable way. The accurate
representation of architectural decorative arrays and tiles similar to real examples in the painting of this
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era in the field of Islamic culture shows that an artist like Mohammad Ghafari is documenting
photography based on real examples and with this knowledge and effort in representing and simulating
Making motifs and decorations has tried to show the representation of the state's support and
recognition of its culture and ceremonies in this work. The various features of this work can be
examined from various aspects, the decorative and detailed features in architecture, addressing space
creation and architectural design in the overall structure of the image, the symmetrical structure and the
integration of Iranian art and the role of the decorative elements of Iranian tiling. Accurate and
calculated and limited color selection, use of paint and oil technique with a special method influenced
by Iranian painting, mathematical divisions are the most important features in this painting. A vision
of the government's support with an architectural and abstract view in the representation of details in
the decorated and patterned tiles is one of the important features of this image. In the painting of Tekeh
Dolat, in the Qajar period, the principle of realism based on realistic decorations can be seen in the
searching mind of Mohammad Ghaffari. The representation of the motifs of the tiles and decorations
and the geometric division of the work show that, unlike the history of Iranian painting, he did not use
motifs to fill the surfaces and ornamentation, and this was not the artist's goal, but was accompanied by
the careful selection of the artist. In his work, the visual patterns of Iranian architecture can be
recognized and it shows the simplicity of the audience's understanding in Iranian painting. In this
painting, imitation and representation in the western way is not seen and it is based on a different
appearance and a new and sophisticated look at Iranian painting in the past periods. Due to the artist's
special look at the architecture of the painting scene and representation, and the detailed look at the
designs and decorations, the artist has tried to be faithful to the true image of the government. Loyalty
to the accurate representation according to the photographs of this era in the painting, which is rooted
in the Iranian art of the past periods, reflects his correct understanding of the western perspective with
Iranian painting. In this magnificent painting, the artist has emphasized on the magnificent
representation of the court of government, and the magnificent and impressive painting is in contrast
to the smallness of the human figure, the emphasis is on the elements of architecture and space-making,
details and accuracy in the representation of the motifs used in architecture and tiles with photographs
of this era. Matches and shows that Mohammad Ghafari is ultimately beautiful and very passionate and
obsessively did not look at the smallest point in this painting from a distance and has drawn these things
in his painting with order and precision.

4. Conclusion

Tekeya Daulat is one of the important buildings of the Nasrid period, which has been the focus of
researchers and historians more than other Tekayas of Tehran due to its fame and importance, style
and type of architecture. Iranian world travelers who visited old Tehran and the royal citadel during
the time of Naser al-Din Shah and many years later, often mentioned in their travelogues the
support of the government and its luxurious and magnificent recitations.. In this painting by Kamal
al-Mulk, the beautiful circular ceiling, the natural light emanating from the edges of the circular
ceiling, with its geometrical and circular composition, solid proportions and visualization, and the
accurate representation of the role of motifs and arches, are made with the influence of Iranian
painting. In this work, the magnificence of Takiye Daulat has been depicted with exemplary
precision and obsession by Mohammad Ghaffari, a web drawing, and the accuracy and awareness
of the artist from the Iranian perspective shows the function of these representations in the artist's
painting of the magnificence of Takiye Daulat building.
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
