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immediately built throughout the country, including the kermanshahs.
Meanwhile, the kermanshahs had special conditions due to their proximity to
Irag and the settlement of various tribes with ethnic contradictions. It was
also difficult to protect it from criminals due to its distance from the center.
The purpose of this research is to answer the question of what measures
Kermanshah Justice Department has taken against crimes and social
corruption. According to a number of documents, it can be said that the new
judiciary was created in the direction of social justice and people's rights, but
sometimes due to the presence of incompetent people and taking bribes from
the accused or under the pressure of influential people. And the person in
power violated the rights of the plaintiffs. This article investigates the
dimensions of this issue using the library research method based on
unpublished documents of the Kermanshahan judiciary. The findings show
that despite the prosecution of cases and the rights of the people, corruption
was also prevalent in the judiciary of Kermanshah, which could not be
unrelated to the Ministry of Justice of the country, because according to some
unpublished documents, when people were disappointed with the functioning
of the judiciary of Kermanshah in certain cases, they were forced to send their
complaint to the judiciary of the whole country, but in the end they did not
achieve their right.
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Introduction

1- Statement of the Problem

Adlia is the former name of "department of justice™ and the title of the judicial system of Iran in
the Qajar era. A place that was formed in order to establish social justice and protect people's rights
and underwent changes and transformations over many years. Of course, due to the Qajar
government system and the profiteering of some agents and judges, some cases were treated
unfairly and the rights of the plaintiffs were violated. On the other hand, despite the reforms of
Mirza Hossein Khan Mushir al-Doleh and the cooperation of Mirza Yusuf Khan Mushir al-Doleh,
important laws were formulated or revised with the influence of the Europeans. However, it
maintained its traditional structure until the time of Reza Shah, and after that, this divan was
changed again, transformed in all parts of the country, and found a special form.

2- Research objectives

1- Explaining the performance of the justice system of Kermanshah in dealing with social crimes.
2- Clarifying the status of the cases referred to the Kermanshah Justice Department based on the
documents.

3- Statement of the problem

In this article, the performance of the judiciary of Kermanshah against a number of social crimes
during the first Pahlavi period from 1927 to 1941 is researched based on some unpublished
documents.

Reason for selection this topic is that despite the dissolution of the old judicial system and the
reform of Iran's judicial system and the establishment of the new judiciary, who was designed by
Ali Akbar Khan Davar, the minister of justice during the reign of Reza Shah; the problems due to
the fact that the structure of Iran's political and social system was not democratic were not only
unsolved in an acceptable and decent manner, but also corruption and injustice sometimes existed
and this caused dissatisfaction among the public. Of course, the important point here is that in this
era, rapid and extensive reforms in the field of the judicial system, including fundamental changes
in the judicial system and the creation of new organizations modeled after foreign legal systems,
were put on the agenda.

Among Ali Akbar Khan Davar's first actions was to deal with the situation of judicial officials and
change the high judicial officials. It means that in the selection of new judges, education became
the criterion for evaluating the individual's competence. The formation of reform commissions and
the preparation of legal bills was another measure that the judge formed in consultation with some
experts in this field, including: Mirza Hossein Khan Mushir al-Doleh (Pirnia), Dr. Mohammad
Mosadeq, Mirza Mohsen Khan Sadr (Sadr al Sharaf), Mansour Al Saltaneh Adl and Mirza Ahmad
Khan Shariatzadeh. In the early days of Ali Akbar Khan Davar's work at the judiciary and in the
interviews he had with some government newspapers regarding the evolution of the judicial
system, he always emphasized that the new judicial system has a simple and accessible
organization for the people, and at the same time, the speed of work will be fast. In this period, the
judicial system was divided into general courts (the Court of Peace, the Court of First Instance, the
Court of Appeal, and the Court of Tamiz) and the special courts of the Sharia Court, the Peace
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Council, the Commercial Court, the Disciplinary Court of Judges, the Court of War, the Military
Court, the Criminal Court of Government Officials, and The tax court.

In any case, during this period, Ali Akbar Khan Davar acted confidently and firmly in advancing
his operations and actions in the modern judiciary through the court and the parliament. Therefore,
with this strong support, he made extensive and influential changes in the field and created judicial
laws. However, according to the judicial documents, it should be noted that most of the time,
regardless of the fact that judges and government officials did not have enough independence, their
performance was not well monitored. Because of this, they did not treat people fairly. For example,
in Kermanshah, as with other parts of Iran, the state of the judiciary was not associated with justice.
Henceforth, when people did not get a specific result from their complaint in the provincial
judiciary department, they wrote to the capital, hoping that their lawsuit might be handled with
justice and peace.

4- Research question

What measures did the Kermanshah Justice Department take against crimes and social corruption?
According to a number of documents, it can be said that the new judiciary was created to
accomplish social justice and the realization of people's rights. However, in some cases, due to
incompetent authorities and taking bribes from the accused or under the pressure of influential and
powerful people, the system violated the rights of the plaintiffs.

5- Research methodology

This article is based on the library method and uses the unpublished documents of the Kermanshah
judiciary. It also relies on authentic historical sources that describe and analyze the dimensions and
angles of the topic. In this way, the performance of the judicial system of Kermanshah in dealing
with social crimes and their approaches to the cases of plaintiffs and criminals would be
foregrounded.

6- Discussion

On May 15th of 1927, Reza Shah inaugurated the new judiciary and his speech in Golestan Palace
(Iran, 1305: 1) was transmitted all over the country though the telegraph. The main goal of the
government was to create a fair judiciary based on the reality of the day, as well as to determine
the duties of a large number of people’s cases. Therefore, in this regard, a commission was formed
to amend and compile the laws. Under the supervision of Ali Akbar Davar, the work of writing and
compiling new laws began seriously.

For this task, the French law or code was adopted. The first volume of the civil law was approved
in the parliament in 1928. The second and third volumes of the civil law were presented to the
parliament in 1929, but their approval was delayed until 1934 and 1935.

On the other hand, the relevant commission tried to consider the rules and standards of the Islamic
jurisprudence (Rahmanian, 2015: 196). Therefore, Ali Akbar Davar, a prominent jurist, who
studied law in Switzerland, played an important role in the evolution of the judiciary in the era of
Reza Shah. He appointed educated lawyers instead of traditional judges. He also introduced
adjusted translations of French civil law and Italian criminal law into Iran's legal system. Also, he
created a hierarchy of state courts in the form of section, district, and provincial courts and a
supreme court. He also assigned the responsibility of determining whether legal cases are
compatible to Shariah or customary laws to state judges (Abrahamian, 1383: 175) and in this way,
he transformed the structure of the judiciary system in Iran.
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Finally, with reforms in the new judiciary, 35 judicial branches were established across the country,
including in Kermanshah, all of which operated under the supervision of the center (Aqgli, 1369:
142). Apparently, the Ministry of Justice supervised the judicial branches well, but the examination
of legal and criminal documents of this era shows that the government was unable to accurately
control the judicial branches in all parts of Iran. And contrary to the justice-oriented slogans that
were raised before, these branches were corrupt and more than once, people's rights were ignored.
The same goes for the judiciary of Kermanshah, which was established in accordance with the
policies of the first Pahlavi government. in Kermanshah, however, there were different ethnic
groups, clans, and tribes who always had ethnic, religious, and family differences and conflicts
among them. In addition, due to its proximity to the border, Kermanshah was facing the social
problem of smugglers who could easily travel across the border of the two countries and were less
likely to be prosecuted and interrogated. This issue led to social and economic insecurities and
created many problems for the people, and interestingly enough, according to the available
documents, the justice department had positive and negative approaches in dealing with such
crimes.

7- Conclusion

By examining a number of documents of the judiciary of Kermanshah during the first Pahlavi era,
it can be concluded that despite the numerous violations in the proceedings of the cases, the state
of the judiciary improved somewhat compared to the past when it was reviewed and reformed by
Ali Akbar Davar. And it was not the case that all the complaints did not reach a positive result and
the entire judicial system was corrupt. In this article, despite many problems in preparing
documents, finally some analysis was introduced and just for the readers' familiarity, they applied
to the negative and positive performance of the judiciary in Kermanshah based on these few
documents.

It is worth noting that sometimes because the accused persons were under the protection of foreign
governments such as England, or were considered influential persons, the judiciary of Kermanshah
was under pressure and issued unfair sentences, or heavy sentences for the accused. But in other
cases, as discussed in the article, the system observed fairness and justice.

Finally, although due to the limitation in the preparation of documents and the lack of support from
the judiciary of Kermanshah, it is not possible to make a general opinion with this small number
of documents, but with the accessible data, we can understand important points about the history
of the judiciary of this province of Iran.
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
