The Banusahl
family is one of these families that entered the court of the Abbasid caliphate during
Ma'mun's period and took over many affairs. In the middle history of Iran, the secretaries
and divans, who often had Iranian origins, had an undeniable role in the stability and
continuity of Iranian identity. By using their position in the eyes of governments that were
mostly non-Iranian, they provided the basis for the continuation of Iranian culture. In the era
of the Abbasid caliphate, considering that the Iranians were influential in the establishment
of the caliphate, the Iranian elites, especially the court elites, were involved in the formation
and continuation of the caliphate. The stability of the new Abbasid caliphate played a
significant role. Of course, this importance is also rooted in their background of Iranian
science. Considering that they had gained many experiences in the eyes of Bramke and on
the other hand, the era of the Caliphate of Mamun is the era of the translation movement and
the beginning of a scientific movement, this research tries to investigate how Banusahl was
placed on the post of the ministry and the consequences of their presence in the institution.

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1 .Introduction

This article deals with the role of the Banu Sahlfamily in Diwan, administrative affairs, as well as the spread
of Science in the second and third centuries AH. This family could be effective in Diwan, administrative
developments, and in the Bureaucracyaffairs due to Diwan experiences and the teachings they had learned
fromBramakids. On the other hand, in the era of the Ma'mun’s caliphate, which is the beginning of the era
of the translation movement, the era that was formed at the beginning of the third century and attention paid
to different sciences and spread in different branches. In fact, a scientific movement was founded that
formed the basis of Islamic Civilization. Due to their closeness with Ma’mun, Banu Sahl could be effective
in the foundation of this scientific movement. Therefore, it is worthwhile to reconsider the consequences of
their actions in these two fields during the Abbasid Caliphate and especially during the era of Ma'mun
caliphate. The main questions of this research are about the role and extent of influence of Sahl family
during the ministry in the Bureaucracyof the Abbasid Caliphate, or in other words, the consequences of their
ministry.

2. Research Methodology

This research has been conducted with a descriptive analytical method, relying on library studies and with
a historical approach. In this research, it has been tried to examine and evaluate historical data after
gathering, and make a connection between them by using historical analysis.

3. Discussion

Hassan ibn Sahl and Fazl ibn Sahl, who were the children of Sahl, converted to Islam during the reign of
Caliph Harun al-Rashid. Sahl had a high position in the presence of Yahya ibn Khalid barmaki to the point
where Yahya barmaki entrusted some affairs to him. Sahl’s position in the presence of Yahya Barmaki made
him able to enter his children, Fazl and Hassan in to the ministry. At the beginning of the tenure, Fazl took
over Yahya ibn Khalid’s income and stewardship. Hassan ibnSahl was assigned to the service of Ma’mun,
after the acceptance of Islam.These Diwan experiences formed the basis for Sahl's children development in
the bureaucracy of the Abbasid caliphate, on the other hand, the Sahl’s family also attracted the support of
the Barmakids - the family of Iranian bureaucrats - to his children, and deep relations were formed between
these two families. The connection of the Barmakids and their support to the Banu Sahl’s family continued
among other Barmakids as well. Jafar Barmaki's residence in Taj Palace of Baghdad during Harun al-
Rashid's time and maintenance of Ma'mun by him in the same palace, provided the basis for the presence
and residence of Fazal ibn Sahl and Hassan ibn Sahl in that Palace, which was known as Ma'muniyah. The
presence of Sahl's children in this palace could have been the reason they got closer to Ma'mun. Therefore,
when Ma'mun became the governor of Khorasan, he took Sahl's sons with him to Merv. In most cases,
Ma’mun consulted with Fazl ibn Sahl. After that Amin reached the caliphate, contrary to the will of Harun
al-Rashid, he asked Ma'mun to withdraw from the government of Khorasan and allow him to send someone
there at his will. Ma'mun didn’t follow his wishes with the advice of Fazal ibn Sahl. The foundation of
warwas formed. Fazl ibn Sahl guided Ma'mun in the preparation of the war. Fazal ibn Sahl, with his advice,
provided the basis for Ma'mun's victory over his brother Amin. In 196 AH, after that Ma'mun called himself
Amir al-Mu’mininCaliph in his sermon, he tried to increase and promote the position of Fazl ibn Sahl. He
gave him the command of the East and the West.A command that extended from Hamedan to Tibet and
from the Persian Sea to the Dilam Sea. Therefore, Fazl ibn Sahl, who held the title of ministry and
sovereignty of the army at the same time, and his flag was also raised on a double-headed spear, was given
the title ofDhu 'l-Ri'asatayn (head of the pen and war) by Ma'mun. In addition, he was paid three million
dirham as a salary. The influence of Fazl ibn Sahl and his domination over Ma'mun causedallheads consult
with him in many matters. Finally, because of Fazl position, He was killed by four of Ma’mun's agents in
Sarakhs, at the age of 60 and in Sha'ban 202 AH.
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Hassanibn Sahl, along with his brother, also infiltrated in the Diwan of Ma'mun caliphate. In 196 AH,he
was appointed to the head of Diwan-e kharaj. In 198 AH, after that Ma’mun won the war against Amin, the
government of Iraq and all the regions that had been captured by Tahir Dhul-Yaminayn, such as Jebal, Fars,
Ahvaz, Basra and Kufa, were entrusted to Hassanibn Sahl, and Ma’mun asked Tahir to entrustall the
territories seized to him and entrust the affairs of the provinces to Hassan ibn Sahl's successors. Hassan ibn
Sahl also assigned all his agents to the provinces and cities. Hassan ibn Sahel was awarded the title of Dhu
‘1-Kefayatain by Ma'mun. It seems by giving this title, against the title of Dhu 'l-Ri'asatayn, which was
awarded to Fazl ibn Sahel, Ma'mun has tried to raise Hassan ibn Sahel and honor his position.
Science-loving and science-seeking were one of the common features of Iranian Diwan families.This feature
-science loving- also existedamong Al-Sahl, although this feature could be influenced by their association
with the Barmakids family. 1bn Fagih considers Fazl ibn Sahl, along with Abdullah ibn Mugafa, among
those who can preserve the glory of the past era of Iranians. The common feature of these two people is
their scientific endeavors, mentioning their names together shows the importance and scientific role of Fazl
ibn Sahl, andalways tries to preserve the scientific status of Iranians in the past.In addition to his background
in science loving, Fazl ibn Sahl, due to his position and closeness to Ma'mun, who was always referred to
as a political advisor, studied pre-Islamic books and the method of rule of the old kings, so that he could
better help the caliph. Therefore, the Banu Sahl family loved science and books for various reasons.
Generally, Iranian scientists were promoted by Al Sahl or were supported by them, including Sahl ibn Harun
ibn Rahiuni (D. 215 AH), an Iranian poet and writer, Shiite, Mu'tazili and Shu'ubi, who became the treasurer
of the Bayt al-Hikma during Ma'mun period. Many of his works have been left. He donated the treatise he
wrote about stinginess to Hassanibn Sahl.

Abi Zakariya’' Yahya ibn Ziyad Farra(D.203 A.H) is one of the commentators of the second and third

centuries, and he had done one of the interpretations of Ma’ani al- Qoran. Hassan ibn Sahl's interest and
inquiry spirit about Qur'an made Umar ibn Bakir, who was one of his companions, introduce Farra to him,
and his interpretations of Ma’ani al- Qoran, which is one of the most important interpretations, were written
with the support of Hassan ibn Sahl.

4. Conclusion

The consequences of Al-Sahl's presence in the ministry are mainly focused on two axes of scientific and
Diwan issues. Banu Sahl, who were people and lovers of sciencelike Barmakids and all the Iranian
Diwanfamilies, and supported scholars of various sciences. The support that allowed or promoted the
position of scholars in the caliphate or was done financially, so various scholars were always gathered
around them. Al-Sahl, who interested strongly in astronomy and astrology, supported the entry of
astronomersinto the Caliphate and provided the means for astronomy development. Sahl brothers who were
also poetry lovers and were always admired by poets for their moral qualities, and so, writers and poets were
also present around them. The result of supporting writers also led to the composition of many works in
Arabic language rhetoric. The translation movement and Bayt al-Hikma were important events that became
the basis of Islamic civilization. In the meantime, Banu Sahl, who always supported the scientists of different
sciences in different ways, made Bayt al-Hikmamore prosperous and did more translations and writings.
As stated in detail earlier, one of the consequences of the presence of the Banu Sahl family in the ministry
during the Abbasid caliphate era is their role in the development of the bureaucracy. The Sahl family, who
had been able to gain many valuable experiences by being close to the Barmakids and master at Diwan
skills, were employed in the positions of the Diwan and the ministry during the period of Ma'mun.Banu
Sahl, due to Diwan experiences and what Banu Sahl had learned from the Barmakids, provided the basis
for stability of Ma'mun's caliphate, caused changes in the Diwan structure of the Abbasid caliphate;the script
and letter-writing style underwent changes.
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By modeling the pre-Islamic administrative structure, Fazl ibn Sahel tried to implement extensive and
innovative monitoring methods in the caliphate's Diwans. The performance of officials and governors of the
States was heavily monitored. In order to advance their goals, Banu Sahl used the human factors they needed
among the prominent Iranian Diwan elites and became the basis for their growth, as the Barmakids laid the
basis for the growth of Banu Sahl. In fact, Banu Sahl tried to perpetuate the elitism character of the Iranian
Diwans by selecting the Diwan elite. They brought many confidant and Diwan factors into the Diwansystem
of the Abbasid Caliphate by elite selection.
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
