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Purpose: Characterization is one of the most important narrative features
as an important role in the permanence and prominence of narration.
Characters are main parts of the narrative structure, and the more a writer
can base his narration on a more constant character, the more hopeful he
can be about his work immortality the more a writer can base his narration
on a more constant character, the more hopeful he can be about his work
immortality. Ferdowsi's Shahnameh is a work considering more attention
to narration elements among the world classics literature than its
contemporary factors. This great literary work has unique social,
psychological and characteristic features characters that have turned them
into multidimensional heroes. By considering the epic nature of
Shahnameh, hope and motivation is one of the applied psychological and
spiritual parameters as a motivational force to promote epic goals in the
characters. In this study, the hope parameter has been considered based on
Snyder's theory in Giv and Kamus Keshani characters completely
different and Positive and negative personality traits are evident in them.
Method and Research: The research method in this article is descriptive-
analytical and the method of collecting information is documentary
(library).

Findings and Conclusions: Objective thinking, passage thinking and
agent thinking are the components of this review and as the results
illustrate, hope parameter is the main motivational factor to promote these
two characters creating epic and heroic scenes by all its psychological
dimensions based on Snyder’s theory. The thinking of the goal and the
agent in Gio's character shows itself clearly, and as a result, the
motivational aspect of hope works brilliantly in him.

Introduction

Ferdowsi's Shahnameh is one of the few classical works of Iran and even the world that has
been able to introduce mature and multi-dimensional fictional characters to its audience.
Characters who have individuality, power of thinking, will and unique mental and
psychological characteristics and show thoughtful reactions in front of various incidents and
events. Undoubtedly, Ferdowsi's creative genius was very effective in achieving his literary
views close to the present time, and such great ability is not seen in many fiction works that
appeared in the field of literature in the following centuries (Mortazavi, 1369: 64). One of the
important psychological and personality traits that is well displayed in the heroes of
Shahnameh is hope.

Perhaps the most important platform for examining this term is in psychology. In the years
1950 to 1960, hope was investigated with a scientific and official approach, and some people
like Semton and Frank came to the conclusion that if negative emotions and thoughts weaken
health, positive processes such as hope and optimism can be analyzed as data to increase
health (Karr, 1385: 182). In this course of health psychology, there have been new views on
the issue of hope and variables related to it. One of them is Snyder's innovative theory, which
was introduced to the world of psychology in 1990 in the form of the "Theory of Hope". In
this article, an attempt has been made to show whether the components of Hope Snyder's
theory exist in the two characters of Giv and Camus, and if the answer is positive, to what
extent can they be overlapped? Ferdowsi's Shahnameh is one of the valuable works of Persian
literature, and as a result of this study, in addition to addressing the different dimensions of
this work, it reveals the importance of its teachings in today's works; Therefore, the following
article seeks the following goal:

Methodology

The research method in this article is descriptive-analytical and the method of collecting
information is documentary (library). This method helps the researcher to find the
relationships that exist between the facts in the possible world, including the linking
relationships between the propositions in the foundation of a coherent text, the relationships
between the references in a text, the relationships between the text and the document, and the
existence of relationships between to discover research behaviors and behavioral patterns of
researchers (Bab Al-Hawaeji, 1376; Samadi and Fadaei, 1394).

Accessing characters and studying them in the text of stories and poems is only possible
through documentary or library methods, due to their non-existence. For this purpose, in the
present research, the Shahnameh book has been studied and analyzed from the perspective of
the component of hope in two characters, Giv and Camus, and the verses of this valuable
book have been analyzed in order to find the goal.

Discussion

Objective thinking: What makes it possible to reach the goal is thinking about the goal. In this
dimension, the character or hero does things to achieve his goal or goals and thinks about
them occasionally. Giv thinks and shows a lot of effort to achieve his goals.

It was mentioned in Giv's topic that one of the most important goals related to the epic
literary genre is the issue of "war"”. In the epic, the character actually sees the war as a goal
and may consider "war" as a means to achieve the goal, and since the characters are in the
war, they become heroes and have a chance to emerge, so Great goals for great personalities
arise in such times. The thinking of the goal in Camus's character is also in the form of war,
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and therefore the most important passage and path to achieve Camus's implicit goals, which
he hopes for, is the path and passage of war.

Passage thinking: Giv's character in Shahnameh has provided different passages to reach his
goals. One of these paths appears in the story of Kay Khosrow. In this story, when Kay
Khosrow asks the audience to light a huge mountain for firewood, Giv sets the goal of
lighting and achieving Kay Khosrow's goal and desire, and considers lighting the mountain as
a "passage" and that interprets it as "hunting™ and "fighting".

One of the ways to reach the goal is to expect and hope on tools and means of wealth
acquisition. The wealth that brings power and ability and can even bring the personality closer
to a god-like feeling. Equipment such as warrior elephants, wealth, army, and decorated
treasures have caused happiness for Kamus, and in fact, these tools are a kind of driving
factor to achieve the goal of Kamus and Khagan China. Since these tools also evoke the
motivational dimension of Camus's personality, they can act similar to "agent thinking".

Agent thinking: The agent's thinking is highlighted in the minds of the characters with
expressions such as "I can™ and "I can handle things". This thinking has emerged well in Giv's
personality.

As it has been said, operative thinking is one of the dimensions of hope that can make the

character repeat sentences like "I can..." or "I will achieve it". We see an example of this type
of thinking in the character of Camus in the battle between him and Rostam. Rostam
considers Kamus' death in this battle, and Kamus gets angry when he hears Rostam's words,
and it seems that he gives himself strength and power by repeating the mentioned sentences.
What strengthens this opinion is the word "evoking" that is given by Camus in response to
Rustam. The word "stimulate™ here is the same as "motivational dimension” in "agent
thinking". By using this word, Camus imagines the concept of hope for himself.
Crossing design: One of the most important things that lead to the achievement of goals is the
design of the passage or the way of dealing with obstacles. In this stage, in addition to
planning and examining the factors of the goal, he also examines the obstacles on the way. In
the Shahnameh, due to its epic nature, without a doubt, one of the designs and passages is the
test of "war". The hero or epic character shows attention both to the issue of war and to the
issues that may be faced during the war.

Regarding Giv's character, it can be said that he faced obstacles in the design of the crossing
and because he was considered among the commanders of the Iranian army, the design of the
crossing and his obstacles were of the same nature. With the explanation that his design is
towards goals such as victory, battle, defeat and combat readiness, and the path of such a
character will be nothing but battle and campaign. There are obstacles such as war, bloodshed,
damage, pain, suffering, hardship and finally death that Giv's character will face in this goal
and passage.

Ferdowsi considers the battle scene between Kamus and Rostam to be such a difficult and
exhausting passage that he compares it to smoke rising from water.

Ability to motivate: The ability to motivate is different because it is specific to an individual
or a society. Sometimes the motivational aspect of giving is so prominent that Ferdowsi uses
different interpretations to explain it.

According to Ferdowsi, Kamus-Kshani's character is a character who derives his ability from
his generality and pride, and this command and pride causes motivation in him. Having a
large army and many soldiers is also considered one of his collective abilities, so that the
character of Camus is drowned in emotions such as prejudice and self-praise. In fact, the
ability to motivate the character of Camus has been shown in both collective and individual
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ways. Individual in the sense that that ability and motivation is unique to him, and collective
in the sense that that ability is obtained from a population and community, and only the hero
and character does not contribute to providing it.

Hope is an emotional process: An example of the positive emotions of Giv's character is the
destruction of a huge mountain of firewood, which is done at the request of Kay Khosrow. At
this level of hope, given the obstacles such as the coldness of the weather, Giv's character is
struggling to achieve the set goals and it takes four weeks to destroy the huge mountain of
firewood.

Regarding the character of Camus in the Shahnameh, it can be said that there are two forms
of excitement in him: positive excitement in order to achieve the set goal and purpose, and
negative emotion after failing to achieve the set goal and purpose. Positive excitement in
Kamos's character appears when he starts a battle with the Iranian army. In this battle, the first
person who calls for a fighter from among the two battle lines is Camus, and it seems that the
process of hope in him is accompanied by the motivation of the hero.

Conclusion

After examining Snyder's theory about the dimensions of hope and comparing it with the two
characters Giv and Kamus, we can come to the conclusion that hope exists in these characters
with all its dimensions. Various aspects of the theory of hope in Giv's character are more
prominent than Kamus, and quantitatively, the verses dedicated to Giv in the Shahnameh are
far more than the verses dedicated to Kamus.

Obijective thinking is clearly recognizable in Giv's personality. He has thought about many
goals and has shown a lot of effort to achieve them correctly. The most obvious example is
the battlefield that is mentioned in Kay Khosrow's story. Sometimes, the thought of the target
appears in his personality in an improvised and transient way. Since the greater the objective
thinking, the greater the obstacles, it can be said that Giv's character is more dynamic, more
prominent, more mature and broader than Camus.

Giv's personality also has agentive thinking, and according to each objective thinking, the
agency of his thinking grows more. Giv basically has a designer and motivational personality.
In some cases, he experiences negative emotions, but because the motivational dimension of
hope is active in him, he later becomes disappointed and often tastes the positive emotions
and the victory of hope.

Due to the fact that Camus is a warrior in terms of personality, one can examine the
dimensions of hope in him from the point of view of a military figure in the field of battle.
The thinking of the goal in Camus' character is in the form of war, and his main motivation to
achieve implicit goals is defined again in the field of battle and campaign. In this way, he
encounters obstacles, the most important of which is death. Camus doesn't overcome this big
obstacle and therefore, the dimension of negative failure and failure of hope appear very soon
in his character. Considering the epic nature of the Shahnameh, the agent's thinking in the
character of Kamus is associated with a kind of exaggeration. It is through this passage that
Kamus finds in himself the ability to motivate.
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
