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known poets such as Azraghi Heravi, Abu Ishaq Ibrahim Ghazi, Abd -al
Malik Burhani Neishabouri, Abul Hija Ibn Bakri and Hakim Siraj al- Din
Abu Mohammad Othman Mokhtari; You can find valuable information
about Kerman during the 5" and 6" centuries AH, as well as the praises of
some of the Seljuk rulers of Kerman. A government that, although
compared to the powerful dynasty of the great Seljugs in Iran, is less
branched and a brief research has been done on it, but some of its statesmen
supported the Persian language and literature and played an essential role in
the spread of Persian poetry and literature in the land of Kerman.

Method and Research: This article seeks to prove it by using the method
of historical studies and descriptive-analytical approach. In this regard, the
main question of the present article is, what was the approach of the Seljuk
statesmen of Kerman towards Persian poetry and literature, and how did the
poets and praisers of their court mention these statesmen?

Findings and Conclusions: The findings of the research indicate that some
of the Seljuk statesmen of Kerman, and especially the Minister of this
government, Sahib Nasir al-Din Abu Abdullah Mokram Ibn Alaa; In
addition to providing security, peace and well-being of the people, they
have played a significant and undeniable role in elevating the status of
Persian language and poetry in the court and territory of the said
government. This caused many writers and poets to enter Kerman, and they
also praised the Seljuk statesmen in their historical Texts and poems.

EXTENDED ABSTRACT

Introduction

The local government of Kerman was established around 442 AH by the initiative of Malik
Qavurt ibn Chaghri Beg. The Seljuk Turkmens, led by Togrul ibn Mikail (Qavurt's uncle),
ended the Ghaznavid rule in Khorasan after winning the Battle of Dandangan and conquered
the rest of Iran. In this regard, and during the divisions made, the occupation of the areas of
Tabas and Kerman was handed over to Qavurt. Qavurt also established a powerful local
government after capturing Kerman, Oman and parts of Fars and Sistan. The government
remained hereditary in his family after him and continued until 583 AH. This local but
influential dynasty has been less studied and researched by researchers and a little reflection
on Persian research related to this dynasty can be understood. Some researchers, who have
made the difficulty of working on this dynasty easier on themselves, have been more inclined
to express the course of the political history of this state and take a step towards introducing it
to Iranians. This is while the study of the cultural, scientific and literary situation of this
government convinces the researcher to go beyond the limits of a simple identification or
mere expression of political events, and to investigate the literary situation of their territory.
Therefore, in the first step, based on the main historical texts that have focused on the rule of
the Seljuks in Kerman, namely the works of Afzal al-Din Abu Hamid Ahmad ibn Hamid
Kermani under the titles of " Badaye’ al-azman fi vagaye’-e Kerman " and " eqd-al-ula I'il-
mowgef- al-a'la '; The actions of the Seljuk rulers and their courtiers to consolidate political
authority and consequently the cultural and literary advancement of Kerman are discussed.
And the effects of praise are paid in their court.

Methodology

This research is based on collecting information from libraries and archival centers and
descriptive-analytical method. First, the data were collected and then, according to the
research topic, the data were processed. In order to fulfill this purpose, the required data and
information have been extracted from previous sources and researches and qualitatively
analyzed until scientific results are obtained.

Discussion

The importance of the various branches of the Seljuk governments in the history of Persian
literature is greater than in the past because during this period, while the Persian language and
literature developed and spread in an amazing way; A new spirit was also breathed into its
body and caused great writers, poets and speakers to enter the arena. This prevalence of the
market for writing prose texts and poetry collections was partly due to the support and
encouragement of the Seljuk kings and moreover the support and solidarity of other statesmen
and literary men of these. kings considered the presence of virtuous men, writers and poets in
his apparatus as an accessory of leadership and each tried to make their apparatus superior to
other apparatuses in this regard, and this encouraged people to study science and Literature
and progress in science and literature and caused countless poets and writers to emerge. In
fact, it may be said that the production of literary works in the past was partly dependent on
these supports, and the more these supporters, the more and better quality works were
produced in that period. Meanwhile, the Seljuks of Kerman, as a branch of the Seljuk rule,
were able to take a step in the development of literature of that period by supporting writers
and poets. Therefore, the purpose of the present research is to use a historical method with a
descriptive-analytical approach to investigate why and how writers, poets and reciters were

The local government of the Seljuks of Kerman through the authority of King Qavurt and the
continuous efforts of this Seljuk ruler to increase the territory and commercial prosperity of
the conquered areas; He took his first steps on the path of progress. King Qavurt and his
successors pursued a progressive economic policy from the very beginning and tried to
develop the area under their control and with their basic measures to rebuild trade roads,
caravanserais, conquer important trade ports, etc. Provide the development of Kerman and
improve its security and welfare situation. With the rise to power of King Turanshah ibn
Qavurt, in addition to these political and commercial measures; The market of science and
literature of the Seljuk territory of Kerman also flourished, and this was important on the one
hand because of the interest of Turanshah himself in cultural affairs and on the other hand
because of the support of his minister, Sahib Naser al-Din Makram ibn Ala, for writers, poets
and scholars in general. He was a thinker. Undoubtedly, one of the signs of Turanshah's
interest in science and literature was his great interest in Persian poetry. He wrote poems in
Persian and Arabic. Poets such as Azragi Heravi, Abu Ishaq Ibrahim Ghazi, Abu al-Hija
Mugatil ibn Attia Bakri, Hakim Sirajuddin Abu Mohammad Othman Mokhtari and some
other writers who stayed in Kerman from the reign of King Turan Shah until the reign of King
Arslanshah | of Seljuk and praised the men and elders present in Kerman. By paying attention
to these prose texts and divan poems, it can be seen that although most of them praised the
rulers, and especially the Seljuk rulers of Kerman, and mentioned Malik Arslanshah the first
Seljuk, Amirzade Amiranshah bin Qaward, etc. But without a doubt, the most prominent
name in these poems is the name of Sahib Naser al-Din Makram bin Alaa, and it shows the
very appropriate approach of this minister of Kardan towards literary and cultural issues. Of
course, this issue should not be forgotten that Sahib Makram bin Alaa, due to the coincidence
with Khwaja Nizam al-Mulk Tusi - the efficient minister of the Great Seljugs - and the many
actions of this minister in the direction of the prosperity of the cultural situation of the Great
Seljuk's territory; He followed Khwaja Nizam and by building schools, monasteries and
inviting scholars and poets; Kerman of the Seljuk era has also prospered like the great Seljuk
mansions.
