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Introduction

Urban [tourism] spaces, in addition to their social life, are conceivable, leave a role in the minds of their inhabitants,
leave unforgettable memories, and remain alive in their hearts and minds (Habibi, 2007: 30). There are two main
factors that make the urban landscape [tourist spaces] memorable: first, the role of urban spaces means the existence
of specific and distinct functions, concepts, and physical features that are easily engraved in the mind; and second, to
arouse the positive emotions of citizens and create a familiar environment by allowing them to enter and occupy
space; and third, to increase the participation of citizens in maintaining the space so that they consider space as part
of their living environment. In this way, their minds will be full of individual and collective memories (Pakzad,
2007: 145-144).

Citizenship is formed as a social identity within a context that has been interpreted by history and tradition,
institutions, environmental and geographical factors, etc., and as long as these factors remain, the importance of the
individual as a central issue in the analysis It will preserve the identity of the citizen (Amanpour and Sajjadian, 1394:
88-89). Identity [personality] considers citizenship to have two dimensions: the emotional dimension, which means
that a person considers himself a citizen, and the mental dimension, which is called the sense of belonging. In other
words, the sense of belonging to a society is the result of objective and subjective elements that form the identity of
the individual and the state, which can be identified by referring to the concept and components of citizenship. And
includes the responsibility and commitment of individuals. Social belonging and commitment together form the
identity of a citizen. These two dimensions are in fact inseparable from each other and are so intertwined that, in
general, citizens form a society (Amanpour and Sajjadian, 1394: 89-88). A good degree of identity adequacy is
required for location identification to occur.

Fit can be defined as the level of fit between an
individual's identity and the assessed identity (Hogg & Abrams, 1988; Tajfel & Turner 1986). Environmental-person
fit models (Phillips, Cheng, Yeh & Sui, 2010) suggest that understanding identity fit is related to similarities in
attitudes and core values between place and person.

The study of citizenship behaviors is important because only through this knowledge and evaluation of citizenship
behaviors is it possible to adapt urban spaces in the field of urban planning and design to the needs of healthy urban
people, and therefore the use of knowledge in anthropology, sociology, and even environmental psychology is
important (Rostamzadeh et al., 2010: 182). Today, the participation of citizens, city managers, and private sector
investors is a turning point in the field of urban tourism development policy and planning, and in most metropolitan
cities, the policy and management structures, in line with globalization processes, call for more citizen participation
and presence. Are (Bock, 2015: 2). Citizenship knowledge consists of basic ideas and information that people should
know and apply to be effective and responsible citizens (Heydari Koshenko et al., 1398: 120).

The city of Susa is a historic city in the process of transitioning to a modern city. In this process, tourism spaces have
an important role in urban developments, so the purpose of this article is to explain the role of tourism spaces in the
personalities of citizens in the city of Shush.

Data and Method

The research method in this research is quantitative and descriptive-analytical. To collect data from the library and
documentary study method by reviewing important documents related to tourism spaces and citizenship personality,
try to extract a theoretical framework, knowledge of variables, and research indicators. By examining analytical
approaches on the relationship between tourism spaces and citizenship personality, trying to receive concepts,
analyzing variables in the context of behavioral factors, and using a behavioral geography perspective using a
correlation test model between two factors (spatial affiliation and citizen participation) and train index quest, a
regression model was used.

Results

Descriptive analysis of the data shows that the variables of interest in the development of the tourism space (93%),
sense of responsibility (89%), and tourist guidance (89%), have the highest frequency, and the variable of
cooperation with associations (38%), has the lowest frequency. The correlation between the two factors (spatial
affiliation and citizen participation) can be said with 95% confidence. And the error level is less than 0.5. There is a
relationship between factors (location belonging to tourism spaces and citizen participation) and citizenship
personality. This value is equal to 0.67 for the spatial affiliation factor and 0.074 for the citizen participation factor.
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To investigate the factors affecting the personality of citizenship in the city of Shousha, a regression model was used
between the research variables and citizenship personality from the Tranquist index. According to the 10% error
level, the variables of spatial affiliation (sig./003) and citizen participation (sig./000) are considered independent
variables affecting the personality of the citizen. Each of them changes the percentage of the dependent variable in a
positive direction, respectively, for each unit change.

According to the results of route analysis, the variables of spatial affiliation and citizen participation have been able
to directly affect the citizenship personality in the city of Susa. In this regard, the direct effect of the spatial variable
is 0.045. It has been shown that for one unit of change in the variable of spatial affiliation, the amount of citizenship
personality in the city of Shush will change by 0.045 units, and the amount of impact of the variable of citizen
participation is /038. Which shows that for one unit of change in the variable of citizen participation, the amount of
urban identity of the city of Shush is 0.038. The unit will change.

Based on the results, the values of the personality of the citizens from the point of view of the respondents show that
people are interested in the development of tourism and consider it effective and strong in the identity and
personality of the citizens. Also, the sense of responsibility and guidance of tourists are the most effective variables
after interest in tourism development. Therefore, they consider the sense of responsibility towards the city and
guiding tourists as one of the dimensions of citizens' personalities. Additionally, the respondents believe that the
development of tourism not only enhances the city's economy but also contributes to the overall well-being and
cultural enrichment of its citizens. They perceive a strong correlation between the level of interest in tourism and the
sense of pride and belonging that it instills in individuals, further shaping their identity and personality.

Conclusion

The tourist spaces of the city of Susa play an essential role in the identity, characterization, and differentiation of this
city from other cities. In the study of tourism spaces in the city of Susa, three basic tourism spaces, including
historical tourism spaces, religious tourism spaces, and cultural tourism spaces, were identified. Citizenship plays a
key role.

Findings show that the effects of environmental quality and spatial dependencies are in line with the findings of
Amin Latifi and Hassan Sajjadzadeh (2014). Also, with the results of Mohammad Reza Khatibi (2013) in the sense
of belonging to the place and being encouraged to be more present in space and social interactions, and of course
these events, the formation of behavioral camps is fully related. With the results of Mohammad Reza Pourjafar and
Fahimeh Dehghani (2011), including the physical and functional characteristics of the environment to respond to the
qualitative and psychological needs of citizens such as belonging, identity, public expectations, public participation,
cultural values, a major role in citizenship, and quality life, It is also in line with the research of Mostafa
Abbaszadegan (2005), who studied the relationship between the sense of place and the sense of citizenship.
Abbaszadegan's research found that a strong sense of place can foster a sense of citizenship among individuals. This
suggests that the physical and functional characteristics of the environment play a crucial role in shaping citizens'
perceptions and behaviors, ultimately contributing to their overall quality of life.

The results of the data analysis confirm the prominent role of tourism spaces in the personalities of citizens. So that
the research variables show the degree of correlation and direct (positive) relationship with citizenship personality.
This amount is 0.067 for the spatial affiliation variable and 0.074 for the citizens' participation. This means that the
more variables there are, the more positive the attitude towards citizenship in the city of Susa will be. The effect of
these variables on the variables of spatial affiliation is 0.045 and citizen participation is 0.038, which shows that for
one unit of change in each of the research variables, the amount of citizenship personality of Shush city will change.
These findings suggest that the presence of multiple variables contributes to a stronger sense of citizenship in the city
of Susa. Specifically, an increase in spatial affiliation and citizens' participation leads to a greater overall positive
attitude towards citizenship. Moreover, the impact of these variables on spatial affiliation and citizen participation
indicates that even a small change in each research variable can significantly influence the citizenship personality of
Shush city.
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
