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Introduction: Today, one of the issues that affect the health of the family and, to a large
extent, the health of society and has destructive and irreparable consequences is the
prevalence of high-risk behaviors among different groups, especially among young people.
In recent years, due to rapid social change, the occurrence of these behaviors as one of the
most important problems in society has been considered by health organizations, law
enforcement and social policy makers. In this regard, the present study was conducted to
investigate the relationship between generation gap and the occurrence of high-risk
behaviors among marginalized youth in Qazvin.

Data and Method: The research method used in the present study is survey. The statistical
population includes all young people aged 15-29 in Qazvin who live in marginalized areas.
The sample size is estimated through Cochran's statistical formula and 380 people by
purposeful sampling method to collect the necessary selection information. The software
used for data analysis is SPSS.

Results: The results showed that the correlation between the generation gap variable and all
components of high-risk behaviors is statistically confirmed, the type of relationship was
also positive and direct. Also, the variables in the regression model were able to explain
43/2% of the changes in the dependent variable.

Conclusion: According to the results, the interaction between the two generations of youth
and parents and the negotiation of disputed values based on logical models and giving
importance to the expectations and values of the youth by the adult generation are more
necessary.
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Introduction

The youth of a society, as an active and dynamic force, full of effort and emotion, can play an effective
role in the progress of a society. In the youth stage, many of the problems that arose with the onset of
puberty have subsided and to some extent the individual has been able to step into relative stability. When
a person reaches the youth stage, imagining that he has reached the spring of his life and is able to do
anything, he wants to do the best, biggest and highest quality things he has in mind and be at the peak of
pride. However, he does not know many realities and has not understood some things, which is why he
may be led astray in his life path and, as the younger generation of society, resort to risky behaviors.

The research method used in the present study is of an applied type based on the research objective and a
survey based on the data collection method. It is also broad in terms of depth and cross-sectional in terms
of time. The statistical population of this study includes 35,687 young people in Qazvin city who live in
the peripheral areas of the city - including Bagh Neshat, Laloha neighborhood, Hadi Abad, Bahar
neighborhood, Moghulvak, Salamgah, Rah Ahan, Akhund and Tabriz, Dimaj, Adar Ghale neighborhood,
Qomlag, Gosfandan Maidan, Sheikh Abad, Asiab, Abgilak. The sample size was also estimated at 380
people using Cochran's statistical formula and the necessary information was collected using purposive
sampling. In this method, the researcher selects a sample based on his/her own judgment and expert
opinion that has the characteristics of the community as much as possible. In fact, the selection of the
sample is based on the fact that the people who are selected have the necessary characteristics or
conditions (in this study, marginalization) for collecting information. Also, SPSS software was used to
analyze the data. The necessary tool for measuring the research variables was a questionnaire, and all
guestions were designed at the rank-order level and in the form of a Likert scale. Also, to measure the
validity of the measuring instrument in this study, face validity (opinion of experts and technicians) and to
estimate the reliability of the questionnaires, Cronbach'’s alpha technique was used.

Results

The results of the correlation test between the generation gap variables and the occurrence of high-risk
behaviors indicate that the correlation between the generation gap variable and the components of
aggression, dangerous driving, tobacco use, alcohol use, drug use, unhealthy sexual relations, and the
risky behavior construct was confirmed with 99% confidence and at a significance level of less than 0.01.
The linear relationship between the generation gap and suicidal tendencies was also confirmed with 95%
confidence and at a significance level of less than 0.05. The type of all the aforementioned relationships is
also positive and direct. Also, the results of the multivariate regression analysis showed that the
independent variables present in the regression model, including the cultural values gap, social values gap,
political values gap, and economic values gap, respectively, had the greatest impact on the dependent
variable, and the type of impact was also positive and direct. Also, based on the adjusted coefficient of
determination, the aforementioned variables were able to explain 43.2% of the changes in the high-risk
behavior variable.

Today, risky behaviors are among the most important issues in any society that can overshadow the well-
being, health, and life path of individuals and cause fundamental problems. The occurrence of these types
of behaviors has negative and destructive physical, psychological, and social consequences for social
actors, especially the younger generation. Richard Jesour believes that attention to risky behaviors has
increased exponentially in recent years and is more systematic and coherent than in the past. In his
opinion, today's conceptualizations in the field of risky behaviors include multiple factors, including
culture and structural factors, genetics, and biology. DiClement et al. (2009) have used biological,
psychological, and social factors to explain risky behaviors and emphasize a hybrid model that combines
different areas that were previously examined separately. Margaret Mead is also the first thinker to pay
attention to generational relations. In his view, rapid changes disrupt the necessary and slow process of
transferring culture from one generation to another and create differences in experience and culture
between the two generations. Sobel also believes in his theory that the previous model of parental control
over youth has faded and has led to the replacement of youth culture in which parental authority is
decreasing. Brian Turner also considered the generation gap as an important factor that has become
prominent in the discussion of today's society and has been raised in the field of inequality, which plays a
fundamental role in the field of risky behavior and juvenile delinquency. Durkheim also believed that
risky behavior is due to the weakness of adolescent socialization, and Miller also considered risky
behavior in youth to be due to following delinquent subcultures. Karl Mannheim, by proposing the
generation hypothesis, believes that a generation is a group of people who are the same age at a moment in
history and experience the same economic, social, political or military events. He considered the
generation gap and conflict between generations as a factor in the progress of society, which led to an
increase in the rate of social development. Inglehart also believes that industrialization brings about a set
of social and cultural consequences that affect society, and one of its fundamental consequences is the
generation gap. According to Bourdieu, under the influence of disadaptation, actors are always forced to
adapt in some way, but if the space they are actually facing is very different from what they have
objectively adapted to, they act in the opposite direction and show negative and risky reactions. In general,
it can be stated that the generation gap causes differences in the beliefs, attitudes, and behavioral patterns
of the young generation with the prevailing norms of society. The essential tensions between the
modernist nature of the modern era and the traditionalist beliefs prevailing in society, especially official
institutions, further deepen this phenomenon, which inevitably leads to the widespread adherence of the
young generation to informal, but seemingly more efficient, norms that are formed by individuals in each
situation based on specific situations. According to the results, interaction between the two generations of
youth and parents, negotiation over conflicting values based on logical models, and giving importance to
the expectations and values of youth by the adult generation are more necessary than ever.
